II. Action/Information/Discussion
 
A. Approve minutes from September 15, 2022–Motion by Schaleben, 2nd by Harmon

B. Harmon shared Safe Opening and Safety updates  

a. Safe Opening:  No Covid cases since beginning of year, same protocol in place
b. Safety Updates:  Fencing is in good shape except for back privacy fence –will need a topper to extend height.  Grant of $200, 000 for improvements which will also include door repairs, adding some keyless swiping points, and replacing older camera system so that it’s accessible remotely by law enforcement

C. Wallace shared mandate for instruction on dating violence, child abuse and family violence.  Parents can opt-out.  

a. Aubri Reed from Mercy Gate Ministries shared presentation information on Netsmarz Online Safety—Center for Missing & Exploited Children program.  Information shared included:
1. Age-appropriate scripted lessons 
2. Topics include child has a right to say no to inappropriate requests
3. What to do about inappropriate content
4. Cyber safety and responsibilities
5. Other services and offerings available through Mercy Gate care coordinated programs
6. Presentations have been made at 67 events, 60 trainings, and this program is presented to Ingram HS and MS
7. Harmon asks if we can coordinate with Mercy Gate to provide an adult presentation on dangerous apps & trends
8. Motion to approve presentation to 6th-8th from Schaleben, 2nd by Booker

b. Wallace shared that she will continue to teach Child Lures  Prevention—Think First Stay Safe for K-5th 
c. Wallace shared she will choose topics from Respect is Love.org to meet 6th-8th grade abuse and violence prevention requirements.  Topics include:
1. Healthy & Unhealthy Relationships
2. Warning Signs of Abusive Relationships
3. Setting Boundaries

D. Kristen Staton presented information on San Antonio Council on Alcohol and Drug Awareness (SACADA) lessons for 6th grade with option for parents to opt out.  She brought a sample student workbook, parent information letters and each scripted lesson.  She indicated that Ingram ISD and Center Point ISD are utilizing the program as well.
a. SHAC parents previewed, as well as Principal Nichols before meeting
b. Muskievicz indicated the value of revisiting the program in the 7th and 8th grades in following years.
c. Motion to approve made by Schaleben, 2nd by Ammerson-Wilson

E. Wallace shared that Texas Health Science Center is offering free TCHATT Mental Health Services as a bridge for mental health care for students.  Wallace will make referrals and after parents complete paperwork, students will have private face-to-face 5-10 video conference counseling sessions, followed by local referrals if needed.  Wallace also shared they provide parent interactive therapy as well.

F. Wallace shared updates on goals:  
a. Fiedler will share nutrition curriculum for teachers to teach
b. Wallace asked for SHAC ideas for healthy snack options at parties & teachers had already added healthy options for sign up.  We are still exploring prize ideas to replace candy incentives.
c. Coach was unable to attend to share update on Family Healthy Movement Night but Wallace shared that the Staff Student Volleyball game was a great activity and enjoyed by staff and students—students won
d. Ammerson-Wilson shared that Methodist Church can help students with dental care through the Community Foundation
